Details: 
 
The model is HO scale and represents the terminus of a fictional branch line in pre-war Sweden 
 
The layout is 17’ by 8’6” including operating area. A solid barrier of chairs or barriers is  
Required in front. The layout requires 1 socket and has its own lighting. A table is required for  
Stock storage. Three / Four operators are required, and the layout will be transported in two 
cars. Insurance value is £1800 with a further £3000 required for stock. 
 
 
Operation: 
 
The station is based on Hyltebruk on the former Halmstad Nässjö Railway. The layout will be un a working timetable 
based on prototype practice, including passenger, freight and mixed trains. 
 
Description: 
 
The small (fictional) town of Småtorp is a busy little industrial town cantered on Forrest products. It the terminus of 
a branch from the Halmstad Nässjö Railway main line at Oskarstrom. The line was built to serve Småtorps Bruk AB 
who run a paper mill behind the station. As a subsidiary activity they also have a sawmill and a small furniture factory. 
There is also a light engineering company in the town who send products out by rail. 
The train services provided on the layout are based on 1930’s operating practice. 
 
Passenger services are manly provided by railbusses and include a daily working to and from Halmstad by the HNJ’s 
pride and joy one of the new NOHAB high-speed railbusses. Freight services include a mixed freight and serve the 
two other stations on the branch as well as Småtorp. 
 
The layout will appeared in Continental Modeller during the autumn of 2008 
 
The track plan for Småtorp is based on Hyltebruk station. 
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
